A. Displaying the firmware version

3. If the MPU version is 1.41 or higher, it is not necessary to update the firmware. If the MPU

version number is lower than 1.41, it is necessary to update the firmware.

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C. Downloading the Firmware Update Files from Pioneer’s website

1. Download the correct firmware file for your model from the website to a folder on your
computer.
Double click the ZIP file to open it.
Extract and save the file "ISP_UPDT.BIN" to the blank USB storage device. Ensure that the
update file is located within the root (top) folder of your USB storage device. There should be

no other files within the USB storage device.

Note: The update screen appears when the vehicle is stopped and the parking brake is
engaged. If the update screen does not appear even when parked, return to step 1 and check

if the update file was copied to the root (top) folder of the USB storage device correctly.
